	PURPOSE OF AWARD conference attended (full name) with city and dates

	The purpose was to obtain funds to invite a specialist to give a seminar on Educational Research in Anatomy in Glasgow. In agreement with the Anatomical Society, we had the possibility to embed this seminar as stand-alone plenary talk into a larger event of the College of Medical Veterinary and Life Science of the University of Glasgow. This event was the Teaching Away Day of the College of Medical Veterinary and Life Science, which was held at the University of Glasgow on the 8th of September 2017.
We had the pleasure of inviting Dr Gabrielle Finn from HYMS. Gabrielle is an eminent researcher in the field of Education in Anatomy. She delivered a talk titled” Developing a National Anatomy Curriculum Using the Delphi Method”, in which she shared her long-standing expertise in curriculum revision and curriculum development. The talk was very stimulating and very well received. The visit of Dr. Finn had also the important purpose of establishing connections for further development of educational research activities in conjunction with members of the University of Glasgow.


	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	As mentioned above, the visit of Dr Finn had fundamentally the purpose of disseminating knowledge on a systematic and rigorous method for curriculum revision which is an important aspect of educational research. The focus of her research is strongly around Anatomy curricula. At the same time this is a topic that can universally be applied in a systematic way in a wider context of educational research. The added value of having such an educational specialist delivering an Anatomical Educational talk in a wider context, was also to highlight the importance of Anatomy as a subject to a wider audience, thus also strengthening the position of the Subject of Anatomy also in a wider context of educational research. Likewise, the sponsorship of the Anatomical Society was repeatedly highlighted, and, this also was an important aspect to spread the image of our Society in a wider context as an old, traditional, but at the same time vibrant and forward-looking Society which is strongly active in all aspects of Anatomy, and, in particular in the Educational field.

Additionally, having Dr Finn in Glasgow, has been a great opportunity for more junior staff to meet her and develop potential connections and ideas for further educational research.

	The Seminar was generally very well received. I had the pleasure to chair the talk and stimulate the discussion, and, obviously also to thank the Anatomical Society for the opportunity given to us in Glasgow to invite an internationally recognised educational specialist.
