	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	I attended IFAA 2019 to present two talks. The first (Embalming methods and student learning: a student perspective on the transitions between formalin and Theil embalmed cadavers on a dissection course) was a follow-up to a talk to I delivered at the Anatomical Society’s summer meeting in Galway, 2017. This talk covered how students responded to transitioning from formalin to Thiel, and then Thiel to formalin and how this impacted the student experience in terms of their learning, emotional reactions, and perceived benefit to their future clinical work. The second talk I gave was on Anatomy Nights. I anticipated that this talk would be an aid to informing anatomists about the Anatomy Nights event origin and format and encourage them to work with Janet Philp and I to take part in the series and ensure the public have opportunities to hear about anatomy from actual anatomists.
As well as presenting, the IFAA programme offered extensive opportunities to hear about great work going on around the world and I went with intent to pick up new ideas to bring into the classroom.



	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	The IFAA was a large but friendly conference. As well as having a diverse programme, it also served as a means to meet with anatomists from around the world and discuss our experiences and scope to develop collaborations. In particular, it was a chance to engage with anatomists that previously I had only spoken with on Twitter. To meet them in person offered an opportunity to identify further points of common interest and also areas to learn from one another.



	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	This was an invaluable opportunity to connect with colleagues from around the world. The programme offered ample time to network and develop collaboration ideas. The session on ethics relevant to anatomy and education was particularly interesting.  It has encouraged  me to think about anatomy in new ways and to appreciate alternative perspectives. I’m looking forward to introducing these viewpoints to the MSc cohorts at Hull York Medical School and developing debate around these topics.


	REPORT: How do you think you will put this learning experience into practice in the future? For public engagement/outreach awards how with the materials/knowledge generated by this activity be used in the future?

	In response to my talk on student experiences with different embalming methods I had an interesting discussion with Professor Boaz from Emory & Henry College in the US about their experience. This highlighted similarities in how our students reacted and learned from Thiel embalmed cadavers and also to learn from how certain problems had been overcome. I aim to introduce these methods to my institution to further enhance both the student experience and the utility of our Thiel-embalmed cadavers across the whole MSc programme. 

I also had significant interest in Anatomy Nights and from questions and post-talk discussions will be looking into working with Veterinary schools to use comparative anatomy more explicitly in Anatomy Nights events.
