1. Nature of the Awards

i. To enable Student Surgical Societies and Other Student Societies the opportunity to apply for funding to enhance and disseminate anatomical research and understanding. 
ii. It is expected that up to 6 awards of up to £200 each will be made in each academic/financial year (1st October to 30th September).

2. Eligibility

ii. No more than one award per institution will be made in any one academic/financial year (1st October-30th September).

3. Financial Matters
