PROJECT RESUME

Recent studies have identified mutations in chromatin remodelling factor genes in patients with autism. The aim of this project is to investigate the expression pattern of the most recently identified gene of this type, Chd2, during brain development in the mouse. The expression pattern will be compared with other genes in the same family, Chd7 and Chd8, which are also implicated in autism spectrum disorders.
