Lesson Plan: Anatomy of the eye
Learning outcomes:
Students should:

· Be able to label an image of the eye and its key features.

· Be able to describe the 3 main layers of the eye and their key functions.

· Be able to describe constriction and dilation of the pupil, the arrangement of muscles involved in each and circumstances where these reflexes occur.

· Be able to explain the differences between rod and cone cells and the different distributions of these on the retina.
· Be able to describe the anatomical terms used for eye movement.

· Be able to name the muscles used for each eye movement.

Description of resource level
The resources provided for the anatomy of the eye can be used to supplement anatomical learning across key stage 3 and 4. Differing resources can be used to ensure that students can access a learning style specific to their needs.

Power point presentation:

This presentation provides a foundation for learning anatomy of the eye. It is to be used by the teacher who can then integrate the interactive aspects as they see appropriate for their students. Teachers are encouraged to involve students in constructing their own answers to presented questions. Once students have accessed their own knowledge base the teacher can then provide clarification and detail, based on the information provided in the slides. Student specific learning methods need to be considered and therefore resources for note taking, drawing and model making may be provided. Opportunity for breakout group discussions can also be integrated into the presentation in line with the teachers own lesson plan.
The powerpoint presentation can be delivered across a number of lessons in order to gain more in depth thought into each anatomical point as seen in the lesson plan. Equally, using this presentation as an overview would allow more confident and independent learners, opportunity for self directed study.

Work sheet:

The worksheet is a resource which can be given to students as a lesson based task, a group work project or as a home study, self directed piece of work to assess their retained knowledge of the anatomy of the eye. Space has been left for students to interpret the questions in the manner which they wish and answer in a written or visual way. If this question sheet were to be accessed as an e-document, students would be able to undergo web based searches and have opportunity to present interactive answers such as Youtube videos or animations which relate to the questions. Assessment of student answers can be based upon the information provided in the powerpoint presentation which teachers can access as an online mark scheme.
Word search:

This resource can be used to make students comfortable with anatomical terminology which may initially appear complex and wordy. Teachers may present this to students following the presentation as a simple task or increase the difficulty by making students define the words in the order which they find them. Students can also construct a paragraph using the words they have found and present this to their peers.
