	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	This conference has a focus on education and assessment of the basic medical sciences for dentistry.

I also had an oral presentation “Transition to Effective Online Anatomical Sciences Teaching in the Pandemic Era of COVID-19”. 	After more than 2 years since my last physical conference, the ASEID Conference was well planned and ran smoothly as a hybrid Conference that included remote presenters using MS teams. 

The presentations were excellent and included oral presentations from Dr Vehid Salih from University of Plymouth, Dr David Bell from Queen’s University Belfast, Dr Anna Volponi from King College London, Dr Andreea Didilescu from Romania and Dr Melissa Grant from Uni of Birmingham.
The sessions were broken down into topics including Experience of an online proctoring software for assessment, Impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on reliability and validity of methods to assess undergraduate dental student performance, Factors affecting e-learning, Assessment for Learning Sciences and An Alternative assessment to traditional exams for non-clinical students. It was very interesting to follow and learn more about “Diversity in Assessment” with the presentation by Daniel Zahra and “Effects of e-learning on dental education during covid-19 pandemic in Romania with the presentation by Dr Andreea Didilescu ”.
