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	The Johnson Symington Memorial Bequest Fund was set up by Miss Nina Symington, daughter of the late Professor Johnson Symington, MD, FRCS, FRS (President of the Society 1903–1906), who bequeathed the residue of her estate to the Society for the purpose of encouraging Anatomical Research. The Symington Bequest Committee may make grants from the income of the bequest: 

a. to Members of the Society (who have been elected to membership by Council for at least a year and whose annual subscription is fully paid) towards expenses involved in the prosecution of approved anatomical research; 

b. in aid of  some other special object, which would, in the opinion of the Committee, benefit anatomical research.

Applications for grants from this Fund should be made in writing to the Secretary of the Society. Applicants are only eligible to apply for one Symington Bequest Fund award in any one financial year (1st October to 30th September). Submission of a brief report is a condition of the award.
