	The award allowed us to attend ‘Greenman Festival’ to present a public engagement stall entitled ‘Listening to the Tree of Life’ from the 17-22nd August 2022.


	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	We were very excited to take the stall to greenman. As a group of scientists we are passionate about the ear and to be able to teach people of all ages (as young as 2-3 years in some cases!) about how the ear works, not just in humans but in many different species was very exciting on a personal level. 

We also anticipated bettering our communication skills and ability to confer complicated information to a wide audience.

	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	The festival was a really fantastic event. Our stall was based in ‘Einstein’s garden’, where there were other stalls presenting a variety of scientific information. Our stall was eye catching with a 7 foot 2 giant eardrum outside of it which we used to demonstrate how sound vibrates on the eardrum. 
Each day we spent time describing the anatomy and physiology of the ear to a variety of festival-goers, and went into detail on how the morphological differences of the ears in different species allow them to hear different sounds. To visualise this we had 3D printed models from real micro CT scans. We also had some games and plasticine for younger visitors to have a go at building the bones of the ear. 

The eardrum also doubled as a collaborative art piece, as we asked each person to ‘draw something loud’!

	As a group we all gained so much. By the end of the weekend our explanations were clearer and our knowledge enhanced.
