	Attendance and poster presentation at the 19th Congress of the International Federation of Associations of Anatomists (IFAA) 2019: 9th to 11th August 2019, ExCel, London.



	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	This was my first experience of attending an anatomical conference organised by the Anatomical Society. It was an opportunity to present a poster entitled: ‘Developing an integrative pathology resource with potted specimens and case-based learning; curation and evolution of a human anatomical study space’. It also provided the opportunity to explore current trends and novel ideas in a wide variety of anatomical research topics, including art, history, embryology and clinical practice, in relation to developing my teaching and research responsibilities in my role as Lecturer in Anatomy.  



	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	My poster focussed on the integration of our collection of pathological potted specimens with microscopic and macroscopic pathological information, clinical case studies, and anatomical questions and answers. This has led to the curation and production of a human anatomy museum, to increase access to cadaveric material for independent study time and to act as an adjunct for peer and self-directed teaching. 

The rationale for this project arose from the observation that pathology has reduced input to professional curricula.  This has potential negative implications for graduates. During the conference, I discussed similar projects with attendees from other institutions.   We exchanged knowledge of integration of different resources and formulation of case studies using other learning tools. I have subsequently been contacted by other institutions interested in this style of resource development and specimen curation, potentially allowing future cooperation with other departments. 

The poster was well received, with lots of questions fielded from other anatomists from a wide variety of specialties. It was also interesting to hear from other pathologists as to how they were incorporating pathology teaching into their medical and science curricula, how they were utilising pathological specimens in their teaching and what other teaching resources they had designed.

It was another fantastic experience to attend a wide variety of symposia on multiple aspects of anatomy relevant to my teaching and research interests. The symposium in muscle anatomy from the University of Otago explored current trends in researching muscle structure and function, and how this can be used to answer clinical questions and contribute towards new treatment plans. The discussion of experimental techniques currently used in musculoskeletal research was an excellent example of how my knowledge and understanding has been furthered by this conference. 

I am hoping to undertake a PhD, with an outcome orientated towards my clinical interests, in order to further my skills in scholarship, inform future research interests and further my acumen as a practising clinician with anatomical interests. The conference prompted some excellent discussion of and subsequent reflection about many academic areas of postgraduate research, which will aid me well in the coming years.



	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	The conference provided a variety of experiences which prompted reflection on existing skills, as well as identifying areas in which I can afford to further my expertise. These included:

· Presentation skills: I was able to display and discuss key aspects of my project work succinctly, via poster presentation, and was able to respond to queries and find parallels with other complimentary research groups. I hope to be able to secure more presentations at future conferences, using other media and with new ideas. 

· Project design: the wide variety of anatomical research presented has introduced other research skills in clinical and comparative anatomy, particularly in relation to project and experimental design.

· Publication and writing: there were several lectures and presentations on scientific writing, with view to engaging, explaining and informing both the scientific community and the public, with useful tips which will serve me well in future writing tasks.

	IFAA covered a broad range of topics with relevance to my own role within the CAA such as experimental techniques, variation and education, alongside my clinical interests. It was also of immeasurable interest to any anatomist in the context of other associated topics such as art, ethics, history and comparative anatomy. To be a multifaceted anatomist is to incorporate appreciation of all these topics into one’s repertoire, which is something I aspire to. I have been encouraged to take this new information and acumen into my discussions, teaching and writing. 

I am extremely grateful to the Anatomical Society and the Symington fund for affording me the opportunity to attend this valuable and constructive conference and thank them graciously.
