The Cerebellum
Session plan

Give each of the pupils the diagnostic work sheet and read through the patient history. Then play the video, explaining they should write down what they see happening in each of the diagnostic tests, which are all common tests used by doctors. After each test pause the video to give the students more time to write down their observations. Afterwards, you could ask if the students know what might be the problem with the patient. Then explain that this particular patient has a small tumour growing in their cerebellum. This is why they are having problems with their balance, movement and motor coordination as these are all integrated and controlled by the cerebellum. Then using the information from the fill in the gaps answers, you could give them a little more information about the cerebellum and afterwards let them work on the fill in the gaps worksheet.
