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	The Barclay-Smith Travelling Fund is a special award of the Anatomical Society initially established by the generosity of the late Professor E. Barclay-Smith, MA, MD (former Secretary and Treasurer of the Society), in order to encourage young members of the Society "living at a distance from the Metropolis to attend and make communications to the London meetings". More recently, the scope of the fund has been widened to cover travel to any meeting of the Society. Applicants do not need to hold a PhD to qualify, but, if they do, this must have been awarded within the previous 12 years, exclusive of career breaks. Additionally, applicants must be of lecturer status or below. Applications for assistance from the fund should be made in writing to the Treasurer and for students and postdoctoral researchers a short letter of recommendation, from a senior academic (tutor/supervisor/line manager) in the institution to which the applicant is affiliated is mandatory. Responsibility for the selection of recipients of Barclay-Smith grants, the determination of the amount, and the conditions of the award lies with the Prizes and Awards Committee and Council of the Anatomical Society.

	To apply

1. Send a completed Application form (below) by post or by email to the Executive Administrator.
2. Include a preliminary idea of the expected expenses (maximum award is usually about £400).

3. Include the abstract of your presentation.

4. Send in the acceptance of your abstract from the conference organisers if you already have it, or later once you receive it.
5. For students and postdoctoral researchers a short letter of recommendation, from a senior academic (tutor/supervisor/line manager) in the institution to which the applicant is affiliated is mandatory. Your application will be considered by the Prizes and Awards Committee and Council of the Anatomical Society. You will subsequently receive either a letter of acceptance (stating the maximum amount of the award) or a letter of decline/refusal.
	To claim reimbursement

1. Upon your return from the conference, you are required to send in (by email) a short report using the Awardee Report Form, to the Society’s  Executive Administrator maryanne.piggott@kcl.ac.uk for  possible publication on the Society’s website, Newsletter-Anastomosis and on Social Media.
